HEAD COACH MIA SMITH: In her 10th season at Illinois Wesleyan, Mia Smith (Southern Illinois-
Edwardsville, 1986) has compiled a 166-93 overall record (.641) and a 92-48 mark (.657) in the CCIW… 
Smith has two CCIW championships (2003, 2008) and two NCAA Division III appearances (2003, 
2007)…With the Jan. 20, 2007 win at North Park she became the school’s all-time win leader, passing 
Mandy Neal (135-120 from 1989-98). 
 
CCIW POSTSEASON TOURNAMENT: This is the sixth year for the College Conference of Illinois 
and Wisconsin to determine its automatic qualifier to the NCAA Division III Women's Basketball 
Championship by playing a postseason tournament…IWU has a 5-3 record in CCIW postseason play – 
winning the tournament in 2003 and finishing second in 2005, 2006 and 2007…In 2003, IWU beat 



Augustana, 68-59, in the first round and topped Wheaton, 54-53, for the title…In 2005, IWU beat 
Augustana, 75-73, in the semifinal and lost to Millikin, 82-64…In 2006, the Titans beat North Park, 49-
46, in round one and lost to Wheaton, 74-60, in the championship game…Last year IWU beat Millikin, 
83-67 in the first round and lost to Wheaton, 54-49, in the championship game. 
 
IWU vs. MILLIKIN: Since 1972, Millikin holds a 49-19 lead in the series vs. Illinois Wesleyan… The 
two teams won on each other’s courts this year with IWU winning in Decatur, 77-63, on Feb. 5 and 
Millikin winning in Bloomington, 68-63, on Jan. 12. The Titans have won four of the last six games 
against the Big Blue after losing six straight. 
 
IWU vs. ELMHURST: Dating back to 1981-82, IWU has a 34-13 lead in the series vs. Elmhurst, 
including an 86-76 win in Elmhurst Jan. 22 and a 93-64 victory in Bloomington on Feb. 19. The Titans 
have won 16 of the last 17 meetings. 
 
IWU vs. CARTHAGE: Illinois Wesleyan won both regular season games against the Lady Reds this 
season and leads the series vs. Carthage, 23-21, dating back to 1986...The Titans took an 80-63 win in 
Bloomington on Feb. 2 and claimed a 75-56 decision in Kenosha, Wis., on Feb. 23. 
 
POLLS: The Titans are ranked No. 9 in the Feb. 26 D3hoops.com poll and No. 8 in the USA 
Today/ESPN Division III poll of Feb. 26. Ranked throughout the season, IWU was ranked as high as No. 
5 in the USA Today/ESPN poll for two weeks (Jan. 1 and Jan. 8). 
 
REGIONAL RANKINGS: IWU is No. 4 in the Feb. 27 NCAA Central Region rankings, behind Wis.-
Whitewater (23-2), Wis.-Eau Claire (20-5), and Wis.-Stevens Point (21-4) and ahead of Washington U. 
(18-6) and Chicago (19-5). 
 
HOME COOKING: IWU is 10-1 at home in 2007-08 and has a 112-45 record (.711) in 14 seasons at the 
Shirk Center. 
 
SCHOOL RECORD FOR WINS: The Titans have 23 victories this season which tops the old single-
season mark for wins of 22, set when last season’s team was 22-6. The previous mark was 20, a record 
shared by three teams: 1994 (20-5), 1995 (20-6), and 2003 (20-9)…IWU scored 80+ points in 18 games. 
 
SEASON RECORD BOOK: As a team, IWU has set new season records for points (2,140), 3-pointers 
made (251) and 3-pointers attempted (707), all topping marks set last season…IWU needs to make 10 
field goals to set a new season record. The team has 783 and the record is 792 set by the 1995-96 team. 
 
GAME RECORDS: The Titans set a pair of team game records (114 points, 37 assists) in a 114-40 win 
over Milwaukee School of Engineering in the Cal Lutheran Tournament Dec. 29. The old records were 
109 points in a 109-37 win at Rockford (Jan. 26, 1996) and 34 assists (vs. Elmhurst, Jan. 5, 1994)…Earlier 
this year (Dec. 4), IWU (with 18) and Fontbonne (with 9) combined for 27 3-point field goals to set a 
Division III record. The old mark was 26, set by Cabrini (20) and Rosemount (6) on Feb. 15, 1994 and 
equalled by McMurry (16) and Schreiner (10) on Jan. 20, 2007. 
 



NCAA TEAM STATS: In the latest national NCAA Division III statistics (through Feb. 24), the Titans 
are No. 1 in 3-pointers per game (10.0) and in assist/turnover ratio (+1.20), No. 2 in scoring (85.6), No. 3 
in both scoring margin (+28.8) and assists (19.7), and No. 6 in field goal percentage (.463).

MALLORY HEYDORN: Has been team’s leading scorer 11 times this season and in rebounds in one 
game…High game of 22 vs. Fontbonne (12/4/07)…Has 70 3-point field goals and is within range of her 
own record of 85 set last year…Is third in NCAA Division III with 3.2 3-pointers per game and led 
CCIW in category… Career free throw percentage of .823 is best at IWU for players who have made 
more than 100…CCIW “Player of the Week” once this season. 
 
CLAIRE SHEEHAN: Has been team’s leading scorer four times this season and top rebounder 
once…High game of 23 at Wheaton (2/9/08)…Career free throw percentage of .795 is fourth best at 
IWU for players who have made more than 100. 
 
SARAH BULL: Has been team’s leading scorer seven times this season and top rebounder once… High 
game of 26 at Manchester (12/18/07)…Finished fifth in CCIW in scoring and 3-point shooting 
percentage, second in 3-pointers per game… CCIW “Player of the Week” once this year. 
 
CHRISTINA SOLARI: Has 234 rebounds this year, third best in an IWU single season. The record is 
279 (Elaine Hill, 1988-89)...Has been team’s leading scorer three times this season and top rebounder in 
20 games…Has had six “double-doubles” (points-rebounds) and has had double figure rebounds in 11 
games, with a high of 16 (Fontbonne)…Finished second in CCIW in rebounding…CCIW “Player of the 
Week” once this year.
