NOTES

• Senior Katie Cantrell, who missed the last 12 games of the year with a broken clavicle, ranks No. 7 in career
3-point field goals (68), No. 16 with 222 career field goals, and 25th in career scoring with 570 points.

• Senior Elisa Ettner was named to second team all-College Conference of Illinois & Wisconsin squad. After
three seasons, she ranks No. 10 in career 3-point field goals (51), No. 12 in career free throws (165), and her 151
field goals made put her 25th ... Also ranks 13th in career assists (163) and 28th in career rebounds (283)...Her 28
3-point field goals in 2001-02 ties her for 16th in school history.

• Senior Emily Ettner played 23 games and started three, battling severe shin splints throughout the season.
After three seasons, she ranks No. 8 in career 3-point field goals (58), No. 14 in career free throws (145), and 21st
in field goals (178)…Ranks No. 26 in career scoring with 549 points.

• Head coach Mia Smith is in her fifth season of collegiate basketball coaching. She coached volleyball and soft-
ball at Monmouth (Ill.) College for four seasons and was a high school basketball coach at Carrollton (Ill.) for
eight seasons, compiling a record of 156-55 with three consecutive regional and sectional titles. She was twice
named Illinois Basketball Coaches Association regional “Coach of the Year.” Her 1992 team finished 28-3 and
advanced to the quarterfinals of the Class A state tournament, and her 1993 and 1994 teams both lost in the super-
sectional round.

• Prior to 1999-2000, the Titans were over .500 for seven consecutive seasons and the team’s record during that
period was 112-64 (.636 winning percentage).

• IWU made consecutive appearances in the NCAA Division III tournament in 1995 and 1996.
