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SCRAPBOOK/ALBUM PROJECT

With this project you will examine issues of continuity and change in the concept of sexuality and gender from antiquity to the present.  How much have we inherited from the Greeks and Romans? What do we accept/reject from the legacy of Greece and Rome in terms of:

a) sexuality, gender, and the law

b) categories of masculine and feminine in literature, politics, law, religion, medicine, art, popular media, or music

c) sexuality and gender in religion

Your scrapbook should address a single topic (e.g., “women as sexual objects” or “men’s public spaces”) through pictures, artifacts, and words; you may include newspaper/magazine clippings, CD liner notes, photographs, or other materials that illustrate your thesis. Your goal is to compare ancient and modern perceptions and attitudes and draw conclusions regarding issues of continuity and change.

Your written annotations must fully describe and explain your entries.  A full bibliography should be included at the end. You album should be constructed so that your thesis, argument, and conclusion are completely intelligible to anyone flipping through the pages. 

During the two-hour final exam period, you will briefly introduce your scrapbook, and then the projects will be placed on tables for individual examination by the class. Students will evaluate and comment on the projects using forms provided.
